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Deck of Cards 

 

It was quiet that day, the guns and the mortars, and land mines for some reason hadn't been heard.   

The young soldier knew it was Sunday, the holiest day of the week.  As he was sitting there, he got 

out an old deck of cards and laid them out across his bunk.  

 

Just then an army sergeant came in and said, ñWhy aren't you with the rest of the platoon?ò  

 

The soldier replied, ñI thought I would stay behind and spend some time with the Lord.ò 

 

The sergeant said, ñLooks to me like you're going to play cards.ò 

 

The soldier said, ñNo, sir.  You see, since we are not allowed to have Bibles or other spiritual books 

in this country,  I've decided to talk to the Lord by studying this deck of cards.ò 

 

The sergeant asked in disbelief, ñHow will you do that?ò 

 

ñYou see the Ace, Sergeant? It reminds me that there is only one God.   

 

The Two represents the two parts of the Bible, Old and New Testaments  

 

The Three represents the Father, Son, and the Holy Ghost.  

 

The Four stands for the Four Gospels: Matthew, Mark, Luke and John .  

 

The Five is for the five virgins, there were ten but only five of them were glorified.  

 

The Six is for the six days it took God to create the Heavens and Earth. 

 

The Seven is for the day God rested after making His Creation.  

 

The Eight is for the family of Noah and his wife, their three sons and their wives -- the 

eight people God spared from the flood that destroyed the Earth.  

 

The Nine is for the lepers that Jesus cleansed of leprosy He cleansed ten, but nine never thanked 

Him.  

 

The Ten represents the Ten Commandments that God handed down to Moses 

on tablets made of stone.  

 

The Jack is a reminder of Satan, one of God's first angels, but he got kicked out of heaven for his sly 

and wicked ways and is now the joker of eternal hell.  

 

The Queen stands for the Virgin Mary.  

 

The King stands for Jesus, for he is the King of all kings. 
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When I count the dots on all the cards, I come up with 365 total, one for every day of the year..  

 

There are a total of 52 cards in a deck; each is a week - 52 weeks in a year.  

 

The four suits represent the four seasons: Spring, Summer, Fall and Winter.. 

 

Each suit has thirteen cards -- there are exactly thirteen weeks in a quarter. 

 

So when I want to talk to God and thank Him, I just pull out this old deck of cards and they remind 

me of all that I have to be thankful for.ò 

 

The sergeant just stood there. After a minute, with tears in his eyes and pain in his heart, he said, 

ñSoldier, can I borrow that deck of cards?ò 

 

Please let this be a reminder and take time to pray for all of our soldiers who are 

being sent away, putting their lives on the line fighting. 

 

Prayer for the Military.  

Lord, hold our troops in your loving hands.  Protect them.  Bless them 

and their families.  I ask this in the name of Jesus, our Lord and Savior.  Amen  

 

Of all the gifts you could give a Soldier, prayer is the very best one.  

Preparingé. 

 
 Beginning on Ash Wednesday and lasting until Easter, Lent serves as a time of fasting, prayer 

and reflecting on our lives.  Lent consists of forty òfast days,ó symbolizing the forty days Jesus was 

tempted in the wilderness.  Sundays, always considered feast days, are excluded from the forty days.  

Lent, a somber time for examining our lives in preparation for Easter, calls us to be reconciled to oth-

ers, to study the Scriptures and to recommit ourselves to Christ and his church.  Rather than requiring 

special sacrificial giving, the Moravian Church provides opportunities through its midweek Lenten ser-

vices for people to meditate on what Christ has done for them.  The Liturgy for Lent and the Lenten 

hymns for Holy Communion focus on Jesus as the human manifestation of God and on his physical 

sufferings for us.  Because of its emphasis on self-examination and reflection on the life of Christ.  

Lent heightens awareness of the temptations facing everyone.  Jesus fought against temptation by 

use of Scripture and by prayer.  The Gospels tell us that Jesus often talked with God in times of need.  

Lent offers an opportunity to spend in prayer, time that normally might be spent in other activities. 

 Holy Week stands out prominently in Moravian theology and practice.  Palm Sunday is marked 

with special services in most celebrations of the Christian faith and Maundy Thursday is recognized as 

the institution of Holy Communion.  The name òMaundyó comes from a Latin expression translated òit 

is commanded.ó  Jesus commanded us to participate in Holy Communion in remembrance of him.  

Good Friday services occur in many denominations, frequently taking place during the hours when  

Jesus hung on the cross.  Because of the preeminence of Jesus in Moravian worship, Moravians use 

the entirety of Holy Week (also called Passion Week) to center their thoughts on the activities of      

Jesusõ last week on earth and his preparations for death.  It is the very heart of the gospel message 

for Moravians. 
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Easter 

Lent, Passion Week, Maundy Thursday and Good Friday observances help Moravians prepare for the 

most important day of the Christian year, Easter.  Christ has risen from the dead and freed humanity 

from the finality of death.  Moravians celebrate Easter in unique ways that reflect their belief that 

death is only a door through which people must pass to live in the presence of God.  The Easter 

Morning Liturgy contains the substance of Moravian beliefs and serves as an affirmation of faith.  

The first Sunrise Service was held in 1732 when a group of men decided the best way to celebrate 

Easter would be a service in a graveyard at dawn.  Although many churches no longer have their own 

graveyard, those that do continue the custom of completing the Easter worship outside on the grave-

yard grounds. 

World Day of Prayer is on Friday, March 5th.  This year it will be held at St. Peterõs Church at 9:30 a.m. 

Family Day 

March 14th will be Family Day, the same day that clocks need to be changed!  After the worship 

service there will be a potluck dinner with Group/District 2 in charge.  The following people will be 

honored this year:  Linden Pratschner, Elder; Steve Miller, Trustee;  Darlene Miller, Secretary;
